Moved by Dralle, second by Eddy to approve the agenda. All ayes. Motion carried.

WHEREAS, it is desired to authorize the Auditor to transfer a sum of  $50,000 from the General Basic Fund 0001 
to the E911 Surcharge Fund 4010 during the 2025-2026 budget year, and  
 
WHEREAS, said interfund loan transfer must be in accordance with Section 331.477(2), Code of  Iowa, 
 
NOW THERFORE, be it resolved by the Board of  Supervisors of  Butler County, Iowa, as follows: 
 

The interfund loan transfer from the General Basic Fund 0001 to the E911 Surcharge Fund 4010 in the 
amount of  $50,000, with anticipated repayment no later than the end of  2025-2026 fiscal year. 

 
The Auditor is directed to correct her books when said loan transfers are made and to notify the 
Treasurer of  the amount of  the said transfer.
